The Ride The Ridge Bike Tour is a looped bike tour through the beautiful Delta region
of Eastern Arkansas in conjunction with the Bicentennial Celebration of the Louisiana
Purchase. The tour is 73 miles of yatlands and farm country. There will also be a Family
Fun Ride in Village Creek State Park with a 2-mile loop course where families can ride
together without getting out on the open road.

The tour will start from Village Creek State Park, one of the largest and most scenic
parks in the state. This park has three lakes, several hiking trails and a section of the
historic Trail of Tears Native American Removal route. The park will also host the Fun
Ride for families who want a shorter route they can enjoy together.

Leaving Village Creek, you will turn South on State Highway 284 and follow it to
Forrest City. This section has the most hills, with the total elevation change equaling
about 100 feet. This should give you some idea of the type terrain you can expect in the
Delta. You will actually be riding on a unique geological feature called Crowleyis Ridge,
the name sake for the ride. The topography and soil of this feature are different than
anywhere else in the region. Crowleyis Ridge runs through 5 counties along the eastern
side of the state .

Arriving in Forrest City, you will go under Interstate 40 and follow Highway 284
to the heart of the city. Use caution in the area, you will have to cross a couple of tricky
intersections and trafpc lights. There will be police escorts at the most difpcult crossings
but remember that people are not used to dealing with cyclists in town, so keep your
eyes open for trafpc and yield whenever possible.

Once you get into the city you go straight through the prst light and turn left at the
next stop sign.That will put you on Division Street. Follow Division all the way to State
